Oberkochen, Germany – March 3, 2008 – A boring train journey to 
CeBIT? The Carl Zeiss ���������� makes the time go by in an instance. 
Visitors of the CeBIT fair (Tuesday, March 4th to Sunday, March 9th) in 
Hanover may have a look at Carl Zeiss’ video goggles at the booth of 
our partner Gravis (hall 21, booth 40A). 
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Designed by the FROG agency, these glasses place movie-quality 
videos from portable players directly in front of your eyes. The 
cinemizer simulates a 115 cm (45 inches) screen at a distance of two 
meters. The individual frame settings ensure optimal image quality and 
total hearing enjoyment: Thanks to the replaceable bridge and 
adjustable earpieces, cinemizer is the perfect fit for practically any user. 
Eyeglass wearers can continuously set their prescription (-3.5 to +3.5D) 
separately for each eye. The speakers integrated into the temples can 
be individually adjusted in length and angle for each ear. 
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Carl Zeiss optimized its ���������  for all iPods with video. The 
cinemizer comes with an iPod connector. This special adapter allows 
iPod users to easily connect their iPod to the battery box of the video 
eyewear without an additional cable. Furthermore, cinemizer buyers 
receive different adapter clips that are tailored to the different types of 
iPod. 
 
The cinemizer can also be used with other devices. These include 
portable video players, home DVD players and game consoles. Simply 
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plug in a 4-pin, 3.5 mm A/V phone jack into the video in port on the 
battery box.  
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The battery box for the video eyewear houses a powerful battery that 
runs for at least four hours when fully charged. Longer life depends on 
the image brightness and the video mode. Users have the option of a 
2D or 3D mode. However, special 3D videos are required for the 3D 
mode. 
 
A practical feature: when the iPod battery is low, power can be supplied 
by the cinemizer battery box.  
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The cinemizer is available in Gravis stores and at www.gravis.de from 
the beginning of March. The recommended retail price for the video 
eyewear is 369 euros.
